Bidders must have a license to do work as a general contractor in the State of North Carolina, as 
set forth under Article 1 chapter 87 of the North Carolina General statutes. The bidder’s North 
Carolina Contractor license number shall be designated on the outside of the sealed envelope 
containing the Bid. 

Bidders are required to comply with the non-collusion requirements set forth in the Bidding Documents.

As provided by statute, a deposit of cash, cashier’s check or certified check on some bank or trust 
company insured by the Federal Deposit insurance Company, or a bid bond executed by 
corporate surety licensed under the laws of North Carolina to execute such bonds in the amount 
of 5% of the bid must accompany each bid. The payee shall be “Union County”. Said deposit 
shall guarantee that the Agreement will be entered into by the successful bidder if award is made. 
Such deposit may be held by Union County until the successful bidder has executed and delivered 
all required Contract documents to Union County. 

The County reserves the right to reject any and/or all bids, including, without limitation, 
nonconforming, nonresponsive, unbalanced, or conditional bids.  The County also reserves the 
right to waive informalities and request clarification as needed.

Bidders shall submit a completed identification of HUB Certified/Minority Participation form and 
either Affidavit A or Affidavit B as applicable, with their bid.
