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PURPOSE
The Town of Garland is seeking proposals from qualified contractors to construct and pave a walking track located at the West 7th Street Soccer Field. This project is funded through Community Development Block Grant – Neighborhood Revitalization (CDBG-NR) funds under Grant Number 20-D-3060 (NR), a companion grant to 18-C-3060. All funds associated with this project must be fully requisitioned by August 13, 2026.

The purpose of this Request for Proposals is to solicit qualified contractors to furnish and install new playground equipment at Curtis D. Cain memorial park. The project is intended to provide a safe, durable, and engaging play environment for children while ensuring compliance with applicable safety standards and accessibility requirements. The selected contractor shall provide all equipment, installation, and related services necessary to deliver a complete and functional playground.

This project is funded in whole or in part by Community Development Block Grant – Rural Economic Development Division (CDBG REDD) funds and is subject to all applicable Federal and State requirements, including 2 CFR Part 200. The Town will conduct this procurement in a manner providing full and open competition and without geographic preference.

All work must be performed in accordance with applicable local, State, and Federal regulations, including CDBG-NR requirements and 2 CFR Part 200. Contractors are responsible for ensuring compliance with any applicable environmental or regulatory constraints.

The Town anticipates issuing this RFP in early 2026 with selection and award targeted for mid-February 2026. Construction is expected to be completed within a timeframe that allows all grant funds to be fully expended and requisitioned no later than August 13, 2026.
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SCOPE of WORK
The contractor shall provide all labor, materials, equipment, and incidentals necessary to furnish, deliver, and install a complete playground system, including associated components and site coordination.

Playground Equipment
· Furnish and install a commercial-grade playground system designed for public recreational use.
· Playground equipment shall be age-appropriate and constructed of durable materials suitable for outdoor environments.
· Equipment shall include multiple play elements (e.g., climbing, sliding, interactive components) consistent with a small to medium-sized playground structure.
· All playground equipment shall comply with ASTM and CPSC playground safety standards, as well as applicable accessibility requirements.

Installation
· Provide standard installation services, including assembly and secure anchoring of all playground components.
· Installation shall be performed in accordance with manufacturer specifications and industry’s best practices.
· Contractor shall coordinate delivery and installation scheduling with the Town.

Surfacing and Site Coordination
· Contractor shall clearly identify whether protective surfacing is included or excluded from the proposal.
· If included, surfacing shall meet fall-zone, accessibility, and safety requirements for the proposed equipment.
· Contractor shall restore disturbed areas resulting from installation activities.

Delivery and Fees
· Proposal shall include all delivery, crating, handling, and freight fees associated with the playground equipment.
· All costs shall be clearly itemized in the proposal.

General Requirements
· Contractor shall provide manufacturer and installation warranties for playground equipment and workmanship.
· All work shall comply with applicable local, state, and federal regulations.
· Final inspection and acceptance shall occur upon completion of installation.





Proposal Submission Requirements
Proposals shall include, at a minimum, the following information:
· A detailed description of the proposed playground system, including product literature, images, and specifications
· Identification of the recommended age range(s)
· Total project cost, itemized to show equipment, delivery, installation, surfacing (if applicable), and any additional fees
· Proposed project schedule, including delivery and installation timeline
· Warranty information for equipment and installation
· Identification of any exclusions or optional add-ons
· Contractor qualifications and relevant experience with similar playground installations

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CONTRACT TERM
The contract resulting from this RFP shall commence upon final execution by all parties. Work shall begin within five (5) business days of the Town’s issuance of a written Notice to Proceed.

The initial contract term shall be one hundred eighty (180) calendar days from the Notice to Proceed. All work must be completed, accepted, and fully requisitioned no later than August 13, 2026, in accordance with CDBG-NR Grant Number 20-D-3060 (NR).

All work must be completed and all CDBG REDD funds expended no later than August 13, 2026.
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AWARD OF PROPOSAL
Presentations may be requested of two or more bidders deemed by Town to be the best suited among those submitting proposals on the basis of the selection criteria. After presentations have been conducted, Town may select the bidder which, in its opinion, has made the proposal that is the most responsive and most responsible and may award the contract to that bidder. Town may cancel this RFP or reject any or all proposals in whole or in part. Should Town determine in its sole discretion that only one bidder is fully qualified, or that one bidder is clearly more qualified than any other under consideration, a contract may be awarded to that bidder without further action.

CONFIDENTIALITY
The information contained in proposals submitted for consideration will be held in confidence only as permitted by public records laws until all evaluations are concluded and an award has been made. Pricing and other information that is an integral part of the offer cannot be considered confidential after an award has been made. 

PROPOSAL INFORMATION
The Bidder shall provide, at minimum, the following information in the proposal:

Project Cost

Project Summary – Provide detailed summary of how the bidder will approach the project scope. Include information pertaining to project timeline and methodology of data collection.

Location – Provide the physical and mailing address of the bidder.

References – Provide a list of three references. These references should be organizations that the bidder has done business with during the timeframe of January 2022 through present date.
