[bookmark: _Hlk53067813]The purpose of this solicitation is to seek competitive bids from qualified vendors to furnish and deliver Soil Sample Boxes for use by the North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services’ Agronomic Division.
The North Carolina Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (NCDA&CS), Agronomic Division Soil Testing lab provides lime and fertilizer recommendations to farmers and homeowners for land within the state of NC. The section analyses approximately 300,000 samples annually. Our soil testing services cannot be delivered without a reliable soil testing box. Soil boxes are filled by clients usually in fields or on properties as soil is sampled. Filled soil boxes are then shipped to our laboratory in Raleigh; all sample submissions arrive in our soil testing box. Depending on the time of the year, soil boxes may be stored with wet soil for 8 to 10 weeks at our laboratory prior to drying and analysis. The sturdiness / integrity of the box to withstand handling by the client, shipping, wet soil, and laboratory processing is extremely important. During the lab analysis process, each box is handled numerous times by lab staff. Lab activities associated with the box include: sorting boxes, writing lab numbers, tearing box tops, drying boxes, handling boxes during grinding, and scooping small subsamples of soil from boxes for lab analysis. After analysis is complete, the box and any soil that remains is discarded into a large dumpster for use in a composting facility. 
Soil box distribution to clients occurs throughout the year. Since 85% of our samples come from farms that grow spring and summer crops, there is a great demand for soil boxes by mid-summer through fall as grower and crop consultants prepare for fall and winter soil sampling activity.
